SLICER.

Your Edlund TOMATO LASER carries prominent labels as reminders for its proper and safe use.  Shown below are
copies of all the labels that appear on the equipment.  Take a moment to study them and make a note of their
location on your Edlund TOMATO LASER before you operate the Slicer.  Replace damaged or missing safety and
information labels immediately.

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Operating the Slicer Safely

YOU MUST OPERATE THE SLICER SAFELY.  UNSAFE OPERATION MAY RESULT IN A NUMBER OF
HAZARDOUS CONDITIONS.  THIS SLICER CAN CUT, AND SEVER PARTS OF YOUR BODY IF THEY BECOME
CAUGHT BETWEEN THE BLADES AND THE PRODUCT BEING SLICED.  ALWAYS TAKE THE FOLLOWING

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CHAPTER 3 - OPERATING YOUR EDLUND TOMATO LASER

This chapter covers the procedures for operating your new Edlund TOMATO LASER and discusses basic
features.  You may find it helpful to review the Features in Figure 2 on page 6.

Using the Edlund TOMATO LASER
1. Your Slicer has been configured to one of the following sizes: 3/16" (5mm), 1/4" (6.5mm) or 3/8"

(10mm).  Verify the Blades and Pusher match by checking the size stamp on both. Example: 3/16"Pusher
goes with 3/16" Cartridge.

USE CAUTION WHEN HANDLING THE BLADE CARTRIDGE, THE BLADES ARE VERY SHARP.  ALWAYS HAVE
THE WASH GUARD ATTACHED TO THE BLADE CARTRIDGE WHEN HANDLING.

2. Make sure that the Stop Latch is in the down position (Figure 2 on page 6).

3. Slide the Pusher Assembly to the rear of the Slicer.

4. Open the Cover by unscrewing the Locking Knob counterclockwise, orient the selected Blade Cartridge
with the Wash Guard facing the Pusher and the Knurled Knob on the left then slide it into the Slicer from
the right.

5. Make sure the Blade Cartridge Alignment Pins (Figure 2 on page 6) are fully seated in the Housing by
sliding the Cartridge all the way in to the left.

6. Remove the Wash Guard from the Blade Cartridge by unscrewing the Knurled Knob on the Wash Guard
and rotating the Latch down.  Lift the Wash Guard away while sliding it to the right to remove it from the
Blade Housing (Figure 2 on page 6).

7. Close the Cover and screw down the Locking Knob clockwise.

NOTE: The Cover will not close until the Blade Cartridge is fully seated into the Slicer.

8. Place a container at the front of the Slicer to receive the sliced tomato.

NOTE 1: DO NOT operate the Slicer without the Cover secured closed (see step 7).

NOTE 2: The tomato should be de-stemmed and cored before slicing.  For best results, use fresh, ripe tomatoes.
Tomatoes should not exceed 3-1/2 inches (89cm) in diameter.

9. Place a tomato (stem hole facing down) on the front plate of the Pusher Assembly.

10. With one hand on the Locking Knob and the other hand on the Pusher Assembly Handle, slide the Pusher
Assembly all the way forward.  The tomato slices will fall into the container.

11. Place another tomato on the Slicer and repeat as required.

NOTE: Experience will dictate how fast you should slide the Pusher Assembly forward with a continuous fluid motion.
Light, even pressure is all that is needed.  Do not slam the Pusher Assembly forward.

TIP: For fully ripe tomatoes; use less force.  For less ripe tomatoes, use more force.

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CHAPTER 4 - MAINTAINING THE EDLUND TOMATO LASER

This chapter covers regular maintenance procedures that will ensure the best performance and long life of your Slicer.  You
should always clean the Slicer after every use.

USE CAUTION WHEN HANDLING THE BLADE CARTRIDGE, THE BLADES ARE VERY SHARP.  ALWAYS HAVE
THE WASH GUARD ATTACHED TO THE BLADE CARTRIDGE WHEN HANDLING.

Cleaning and Inspection
1. Rotate the Locking Latch (Figure 2 on page 6) all the way counterclockwise and slide the Pusher

Assembly back to remove it from the Slicer.

2. Open the Cover by turning the Locking Knob (Figure 2 on page 6) counterclockwise to loosen the Cover.

3. Install the Wash Guard by positioning the extended flange end on the right side of the Blade Cartridge
with the cutout over the two center Bolt Heads.  Rotate the Latch until the Arm is seated inside the edge
of the Blade Cartridge Frame and the Screw aligns with the Locking Hole.  Tighten the Screw all the way
down to secure the Wash Guard in place.

4. Slide the Blade Assembly to the right to remove it from the Slicer.  Make sure the Blade Holder Frame
area is clean and smooth.  Remove any debris that may have collected there.  Neither the Blade Cartridge
or the Frame need lubrication

5. Check the Pusher and Blade Assembly alignment; make sure the area is clean and smooth.  Remove any
debris that may have collected.

6. Wash the Pusher Assembly, Blade Cartridge and Slicer Housing in a dishwasher if desired to clean &
sanitize.  The components of the Edlund TOMATO LASER are completely dishwasher safe.  Or, you can
wash the components in soap and water.

7. After washing, inspect the Blades for nicks, bends and other damage.  If damaged, replace or return to
Edlund for repair.

NOTE: Do not allow tomato waste to remain on the Slicer.  Dried waste deposits are unsanitary and may affect the
operation of the Slicer.

Blade and Pusher Maintenance
1. Examine the Pusher Assembly Fingers.  If they are nicked or burred, smooth the rough edges with a small flat

file.  The spaces between the Fingers must be uniform.  Carefully straighten any bent Fingers using pliers.

2. Check the clearance between the Pusher Assembly Fingers and the Blades.  Make sure they do not rest on or
touch the Blades at any point during the Pusher travel.  If there is contact, carefully adjust the Pusher Fingers
by using pliers to bend the Fingers as needed.

Replacing the Blade Assembly
Individual Blades cannot be replaced.  Replace the entire Blade Assembly or send the Cartridge to Edlund for
repair.

Troubleshooting Table

USE CAUTION WHEN HANDLING THE BLADE CARTRIDGE, THE BLADES ARE VERY SHARP.  ALWAYS HAVE
THE WASH GUARD ATTACHED TO THE BLADE CARTRIDGE WHEN HANDLING.

SYMPTOM POSSIBLE CAUSE

The Cover will not
close.

Make sure the Blade Cartridge is fully inserted into the Slicer Frame and the
Alignment Pins are engaged.

Make sure Blade Cartridge is inserted in the correct orientation (with the Alignment
Pins inward and the Wash Guard facing the Pusher).

The Cover is bent out of shape; replace the Cover.
The Locking Latch
will not close or
open all the way.

The Locking Latch is bent; replace the Latch.
Debris may be jammed in the Latch area.  Remove any debris and clean the Latch
area.

The Pusher
Assembly fingers hit
the Blades.

Make sure the Blade Cartridge Assembly hardware is tight.
The Blades are bent out of shape; replace the Blade Cartridge.
The Pusher Assembly Fingers are bent out of shape; straighten the Fingers or
replace the Pusher Assembly.  See page 7.
